Devinfo 6.0 is currently in the final testing phase. In
February 2009 the global group of Master Trainers for
Devinfo assembled in New Delhi for a review of the pilot
version as well as a review of the Devinfo Programme glob-

ally. Jamaica was represented by Mrs. Donneth

Edmondson, Director, JamStats Secretariat.

There were 33 participants representing 15 countries, with
support from the Devinfo lab. Participants were required to
present on the use of Devinfo within their countries, review
and log comments or errors found with DI 6.0.

The new features planned for the Devinfo website focus on
development of a more cohesive Devinfo User Community.
They include a forum which will facilitate on-line discus-
sions among DI users thereby creating an arena for peer to
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peer support as well as enhanced communica-
tion in the DI user group.
