Most significant population change in the
past 30 years.

Significant population shift from 1991 to
2001 in St. Catherine 381,972 to 482,308.

St. Catherine has 3 times the growth
observed for all Jamaica (26.3%).

Growth in St. Catherine as result of both
planned and unplanned development of
urban centres such as Portmore, Hellshire,
Spanish Town, Ewarton, Linstead, Bog
Walk, Old Harbour and Old Harbour Bay.




The urban population in St. Catherine
grew by 25% between 1991 and
2001.
